A. Charles Darwin’s five-year voyage on H.M.S. Beagle has become legendary and greatly influenced
his masterwork, the book, On the Origin of Species. Darwin didn’t actually formulate his theory of
evolution while sailing around the world aboard the Royal Navy ship. But the exotic plants and
animals he encountered challenged his thinking and led him to consider scientific evidence in new
ways.

B. The 19th century was a remarkable time for exploration. Vast portions of the globe, such as the
interior of Africa, were mapped by explorers and adventurers. It was the time when David
Livingstone became convinced of his mission to reach new peoples in Africa and introduce them to
Christianity, as well as free them from slavery.

C. Louis Pasteur's various investigations convinced him of the rightness of his germ theory of disease,
which holds that germs attack the body from outside. Many felt that such tiny organisms as germs
could not possibly kill larger ones such as humans. But Pasteur extended this theory to explain the
causes of many diseases —including cholera, TB and smallpox —and their prevention by
vaccination.

D. Frederick Law Olmsted, the architect who designed New York City’s Central Park, called
the Yosemite Valley “the greatest glory of nature.” Californians convinced one of their
representatives, Senator John Conness, to do something about its protection. In May 1864, Conness
introduced legislation to bring the Yosemite Valley under the control of the state of California.
President Abraham Lincoln signed the bill into law.

E. The Maya thrived for nearly 2,000 years. Without the use of the cartwheel or metal tools, they built
massive stone structures. They were accomplished scientists. They tracked a solar year of 365 days
and one of the few surviving ancient Maya books contains tables of eclipses. From observatories,
like the one at Chichen Itza, they tracked the progress of the war star, Mars.

F. Bali has been a surfing hotspot since the early 20th century, and continues to attract surfers from all

over the world. The island's small size and unique geography provides wonderful surfing
conditions, in all seasons, for surfers of any level of experience.

A. Distance education or e-learning offers several advantages. Students participating in e-learning
programs are often able to set their own schedules and work at their own pace. The learning
experience can be supported by multimedia such as videos, interactive websites, and real-time
conferencing with experts from anywhere in the world.

There is also a
possibility to go on a candlelight tour to four selected homes. The museum is open all year round
and closed on Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year’s Day. Salem is also famous for its Haunted
Happenings, a 24-day Halloween festival

B.The Discover Sea Shipwreck Museum opened its doors in 1995, and has one of the largest
collections of shipwreck and recovered artifacts in the Mid-Atlantic. It contains about 10,000
artifacts from local and worldwide locations, including an intact blown-glass hourglass from a 200-
year-old shipwreck, which is also the world's deepest wooden wreck at the heart of the Bermuda
Triangle.

C. The Seashore Trolley Museum is the oldest and largest electric railway museum in the world. It
was founded in 1939 with one open trolley car, No. 31 from the Biddeford & Saco Railroad
Company. The Seashore Trolley Museum contains over 250 transit vehicles, mostly trolleys, from
the United States, Canada and abroad. Visitors can even take a trip along the Maine countryside
aboard a restored early-1900s electric streetcar.

D. American Hop Museum is dedicated to the brewing industry and located in the heart of
the Yakima Valley's hop fields, which gather the best harvest for producing beer. It chronicles the
American hop industry from the New England colonies to its expansion into Californiaand
the Pacific Northwest, and includes historical equipment, photos and artifacts that pay tribute to
hop, the everlasting vine that is still an integral part of the brewing industry.

E. The Money Museum in Colorado Springs is America's largest museum dedicated to numismatics
(the study of collecting coins and metals). The collection contains over 250,000 items from the
earliest invention of money to modern day, with items including paper money, coins, tokens,
medals, and traditional money from all over the world. Highlights include the 1804 dollar, the 1913
V Nickel, the 1866 no motto series, a comprehensive collection of American gold coins, and
experimental pattern coins and paper money.

F. The Kenneth G. Fiske Museum of Musical Instruments in California has one of the most diverse
collections of musical instruments in theUnited States. This museum is home to over 1,400
American, European and ethnic instruments from the 17th—20th centuries. Selections from all parts
of the world also include keyboards, brass, woodwind, stringed, percussion, mechanical and
electronic instruments. Other highlights are rare pieces from the violin and viola families, reed
organs and instruments from the Orient and Tibet.

G. The Hammer Museum in Alaska is the world’s first museum dedicated to hammers. The
Museum provides a view of the past through the use of man’s first tool. You will find over 1500
hammers on display, ranging from ancient times to the present. The museum does not have any paid
staff, and it is run by volunteers. This quaint and quirky museum is an interesting and informative
stop for the whole family.

is 11 FAST than  the  shortest distance  between two  points.
Researchers developed a mathematical model 12 SHOW that a zigzag
provides the most efficient way for humans to go up or down steep slopes.
They explain that zig-zagging 13 REQUIRE less effort.

Some learners of English think that pronunciation is not very important. That
is 14 ABSOLUTE wrong. Even if you have an acceptable grasp of the English
language, with good grammar and an 15 EXTEND vocabulary, native English speakers
may find you very difficult to understand you if you don't work on your pronunciation.

People reflect their lives in art. Real, live art appeals to the heart and mind of every person, to their
feelings and ideals, it proclaims life. Art is truthful only when it serves life, only when the artist
hopes to arouse a warm response in the heart of a person. That was the case in the days of Giotto
and Raphael, that was the case in the subsequent stages of the world's artistic development, and that
was the truthful relationship of art and life in the days of Renato Guttuso and Rockwell Kent.

It is close contact with the life of
the nation that gives artists' work its power.

One can see masterpieces of old and modern art in various picture galleries and museums. There are
nearly a thousand museums in Russia; many of them are world famous. The largest collection of
Russian art is the Tretyakov Art Gallery in Moscow. It is a real treasury of canvases by prominent
Russian painters. It contains priceless collections of icons, 17—20th century paintings and
sculptures and contemporary Russian paintings and sculpture.

One of the largest and most remarkable museums of the world is the Hermitage, more than three
hundred halls housing its exhibitions of articles of the greatest artistic value. The museum's
collections now comprise works of various periods in the development of art, from ancient times up
to the present day. Famous painters from different countries are represented there.

The Russian Museum in St. Petersburg is another picture gallery which contains the richest
collection of Russian paintings of 18-19th centuries and the best collection of Russian sculpture.
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In the Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts in Moscow the art of the Ancient East and Western Europe is
represented. This museum possesses a unique collection of copies of the finest sculptures of the old
time. It is in this museum that many famous foreign expositions of fine art are displayed almost
every year.

The Mona Lisa (Italian: La Gioconda) is an oil painting by Italian artist Leonardo da Vinci.

The portrait is thought to be of Lisa Gherardini, wife of a Florentine cloth merchant named
Francesco del Giocondo. This is why another title of this masterpiece is La Gioconda.

French King Francis I, in whose court Leonardo spent the last years of his life, acquired the work
after the artist’s death, and it became part of the royal collection.

It is probably the world’s most famous painting. It was painted sometime between 1503 and 1519,
when Leonardo was living in Florence. It is on permanent display at the Louvre Museum in Paris.

The figure sits with her arms folded. She gazes at the viewer and appears to softly smile. Her smile
makes the iconic painting all the more enigmatic, prompting viewers to try to understand both the
mood of its muse and the intention of its artist.

The sitter is shown seated in a loggia, or a room with at least one open side. Behind her, a vast
landscape recedes to icy mountains. Winding paths and a distant bridge give only the slightest
indications of human presence.

The sitter s mysterious smile and her unproven identity have made the painting a source of ongoing
investigation and fascination. Scholars have noted that the Mona Lisa is in fairly good condition for
its age.

The Egyptian pyramids are an impressive monument to the power of ancient pharaohs as well as to
the toil of numerous slaves. It took 20 years and one hundred thousand workers to build the
grandest mausoleum in world history the Great Pyramid of Cheops (Khufu) at Giza.

It is the oldest of Seven Wonders of the Ancient World and the only one survived to our days.
Khufu’s Pyramid stands 140 meters tall and can be seen from a far distance. Inside it there are three
burial chambers: the king’s chamber, the queen’s chamber and the underground chamber.

The Great Pyramid is surrounded by several smaller pyramids. They served as tombs for pharaohs
and their close relatives.

The pyramid complex at Giza is guarded by the Sphinx carved from limestone. It has the head of a
man and the body of a lion. The bottom part of the monument is buried under the sands.

In the picture you can see the Eiffel Tower — the best known symbol of France and Paris. It
was named after Gustav Eiffel, whose company designed and built the tower in 1889. This lattice
tower is made of puddle iron. The tower stands on four legs and has a sharp peak on the top.

The tower is the tallest structure in Paris and the most-visited paid monument in the world; 6.98
million people ascended it in 2011. The tower received its 250 millionth visitor in 2010.

The tower is 324 metres tall, about the same height as an 81-storey building. Its base is square, 125
metres on a side.

The tower has three levels for visitors, with restaurants on the first and second. The third level
observatory's upper platform is 276 m above the ground, the highest accessible to the public in
the European Union.
